For Asphalt Paving for Industrial Avenue and Pulse Road

The City of Middleton, TN will be accepting bids for completely removing damaged pavement (asphalt and base stone) on Industrial Avenue and reworking the unpaved 
section as well.  This will be the entirety of Industrial Avenue.  Sections of Pulse Road will require complete removal of damaged pavement including base rock and asphalt.  
Sections of Pulse Road will require milling and/or removal of existing damaged asphalt and repaving.

For the paved section of Industrial Avenue the asphalt (estimated 3”) and the contaminated base stone (estimated 6”) will have to be removed, hauled and disposed of 
offsite.  The subgrade will then need to be graded and proof rolled.  Some locations that failed will require gabion stone prior to placement of base rock.  6” of Limestone 
base will be required to be placed and rolled for compaction and proof rolled.  An asphaltic prime coat will be required on the compacted base rock.  2” of binder asphalt 
shall be placed on the prime coat and base rock followed by a tack coat and 1 ½” of surface asphalt.  This road needs to be completely removed and replaced in entirety.  

The unpaved section of Industrial Avenue will have to be redone as well.  The bad spots that have failed will have to be undercut and removed.  New crushed limestone 
shall be placed in the failed areas.  6” of new crushed limestone on all the unpaved section of Industrial Avenue.  Ditches along Industrial Avenue shall be reshaped/graded 
to drain properly and seeded with Bermuda grass.

Sections of Pulse Road will require complete removal of base rock and asphalt.  For these sections that will be marked, the asphalt (estimated 3”) and the contaminated 
base stone (estimated 6”) will have to be removed, hauled and disposed of offsite.  The subgrade will then need to be graded and proof rolled.  6” of Limestone base will be 
required to be placed and rolled for compaction and proof rolled.  An asphaltic prime coat will be required on the compacted base rock.  2” of binder asphalt shall be placed 
on the prime coat and base rock followed by a tack coat and 1 ½” of surface asphalt.  

Sections of Pulse Road will require milling and/or removal of asphalt and replacement of asphalt.  These areas will be marked.  Once the asphalt has been removed an 
asphaltic prime coat will be required on the compacted base rock.  2” of binder asphalt shall be placed on the prime coat and base rock followed by a tack coat and 1 ½” of 
surface asphalt.  Two culverts will have to be replaced.  One at the end of Industrial Avenue and one across the street.  Ditches along Pulse Road shall be reshaped/graded to 
drain properly and seeded with Bermuda grass.
